3. A tightly closeable jar with lid and coil inside.
  Fill above the coils with Oderless Mineral Spirits. (Can leave the larger bottle of Mineral Spirits at home for refills when necessary)

4. Brushes:  
- two size 2 brushes
- two size 6 brushes
- two size 12 brushes. 
**One of each pair should be a flat brush (with a squared-off brush tip) and the other should be a filbert brush (with a slightly rounded tip).

6. Jar for Linseed stand oil. The jar can be a small clean jam jar, with screw-on lid, or other small jars. Leave the larger Linseed oil container at home. 

7.  2 - Canvas or Board canvas
